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Summary
The present issue opens with three contributions concerned with world theatre. Tamás
Koltai, having participated at two international festivals, writes on the peformances of
Mozart’s Don Giovanni and Puccini’s Turandot seen at Salzburg and on Wagner’s Tann-
häuser as presented at Bayreuth. Judit Csáki was present at the 2002 Theater der Welt fes-
tival where the performances were distributed among multiple venues of four cities: Köln,
Düsseldorf, Duisburg and Bonn. Another interesting international theatre festival – the
twelfth of its kind – took place at Poznañ; the account is by Tamás Halász. 

We publish a longer conversation with outstanding Russian director Yuri Lyubimov, who
talked to József Kéri about the tendencies and tasks of present-day theatre, about his recent
works and about his new projects, notably Goethe’s Faust.

Two accounts of Hungarian summer festivals open our column of reviews: István Nánay
was present at the XIV. Kisvárda Festival, a meeting place of Hungarian ethnic minority
theatres operating in the neighbouring states, while Balázs Urbán saw this year’s Zsámbék
Summer Theatre, where the six productions of the program were all centred on war as their
principal subject. Further reviews are by Balázs Perényi, Tamás Márok, István Sándor L.
and László Zappe who write on Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet (Tatabánya, Jászai Mari
Theatre), Verdi’s Simon Boccanegra (Szeged), Lajos Barta’s Love (Nyíregyháza) and György
Spiró’s The Inn of The Big Pot-Hole (The Ark). 

István Nánay is also the author of a contribution featuring some remarkable feats of act-
ing seen in several summer productions.
